Medicare does not pay for everything, even some care that you or your health care provider have  

good reason to think you need. We expect Medicare may not pay for the ITEM/SERVICE below.

1. The astigmatism-correcting function of 
an AcrySof® IQ Toric intraocular lens 
(IOL). 

2. Marking the axis of astigmatism on the 
eye at the outset of cataract surgery.  

3. Any modality to fix residual astigmatism 
(e.g., limbal relaxing incisions, corneal 
relaxing incisions, astigmatic 
keratotomy, LASIK, etc.) 

Medicare will only pay for standard cataract surgery 
including the required examinations, testing, follow-
up care and a conventional intraocular lens. On 
January 22, 2007, Medicare established CMS Ruling 
1536-R concerning astigmatism correcton with IOLs 
and declared the physician and facility services 
related strictly to the astigmatism correction are not 
covered by Medicare, and thus are the patient’s 
financial responsibility.

Additional Information:  Implantation of an astigmatism-correcting IOL and the related services are not medically 

necessary.  Choosing an astigmatism-correcting IOL is optional. In addition to the cost of the non-covered items and 

services, you are responsible for the usual co-payments and deductibles associated with covered services (i.e., 

cataract surgery).
